Monitoring and Evaluation Concentration

The School of Health Systems and Public Health (SHSPH) at the University of Pretoria is once again pleased to announce a full-time Master of Public Health degree with a concentration in monitoring and evaluation. Applications are currently sought for this program which begins in January 2008.

The MPH degree is an international post-graduate programme for Sub-Saharan professionals who wish to advance their careers in the fields of public health and health systems management. The Monitoring and Evaluation Track is situated within the Health Measurement group. The programme offers training in quantitative methods for the planning, monitoring and evaluation of population and health programs. All courses are taught in English.
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DURATION

Full-time students usually require 18-24 months to complete coursework and research requirements. The programme can also be attended on a part-time basis. Participants sponsored by MEASURE Evaluation must complete degree requirements in 18 months of full-time study. 

To qualify, applicants must be fluent in spoken and written English and have one of the following:

· A four-year bachelor’s degree, plus at least two years relevant working experience;
· A three-year degree plus at least five years relevant working experience;
· An Honours degree.

COURSE WORK

The coursework is presented in the form of modules, which last from one to three weeks.

Modules providing the required credits for the MPH Monitoring and Evaluation Track are pre-selected in the following areas: 
· Epidemiology

· Demography

· Health informatics

· Biostatistics

· Qualitative research methods

· Quality assurance

· Program monitoring and evaluation

· Reproductive health
· Research methodology 
In addition to the coursework, a dissertation on a research or intervention project is required.
ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Scholarship applicants should apply directly to the SHSPH at the University of Pretoria by completing the scholarship application form and sending a resume of their qualifications and experience to the Project Manager by post or fax.

COST OF THE PROGRAMME

Tuition and fees for the entire programme are approximately US $6,500 excluding fees for books and health insurance. 
IMPORTANT DATES

Applications for admission are due by 31 July 2007. Confirmation of successful candidates will also be done in writing.
MEASURE Evaluation will provide a limited number of partial fellowships to be awarded through the University of Pretoria. The fellowships will cover the following expenses incurred during the period January – September 2008: the cost of tuition, books, airfare, research practicum, thesis, health insurance, accommodation, and a living allowance. Applicants for these fellowships should have responsibilities or research interests in the monitoring and evaluation of population, health and nutrition programmes, and must be a citizen of a USAID-assisted country.
